● Curriculum related projects (animal characteristics, diamante poetry, limericks, Haiku 
poems, signs) printed in landscape orientation  

● Check print preview before printing projects listed above.

presentation 
● Create 3-4 slide presentation based on  related curriculum topics (examples:  book 

report, science experiment, body system, animals, constellations, etc.); include title 
card, text boxes, graphics, sounds, and buttons 

● Add/import photos, student author picture, etc. to the slide show 
● Simple research project related to curriculum (examples:  animals, Revolutionary 

War, westward expansion, book projects) 
● Newspaper article related to fifth grade curriculum (explorers, colonies, book reviews, 

science experiments)
